STUDENT ATHLETE CODE OF ETHICS
Participation in Harlingen CISD extracurricular activities is a privilege and not a right. Therefore, the behavior expectations set forth in the Harlingen CISD Student Athlete Code of Ethics exceed the behavior expectations set forth in the Harlingen CISD Student Code of Conduct. 
General Guidelines 
· The coach has the right to set high standards for and to impose consequences on those students who choose to participate in athletics.  Each program may have specific conduct expectations in addition to the expectations outlined in the Student Athlete Code of Ethics and the Student Code of Conduct. 
· Students who choose to participate in athletics will be held to higher standards, and exemplary behavior is expected of them at all times. 
· The Student Athlete Code of Ethics disciplinary actions are in addition to consequences imposed by the Student Code of Conduct.  
· The Student Athlete Code of Ethics does not limit or restrict the authority of the coach, director, sponsor, or other school administrator from imposing other consequences in addition to the discipline set forth below. 
· A consequence imposed under the Student Athlete Code of Ethics will not affect a student’s grade in the athletic class. 

Participant Responsibilities 
Student Athletes have the responsibility to: 
· Always remember they are representatives of their school, family and community – they must make a constant effort to project a positive and respectful image.  This responsibility includes behavior at school, at extracurricular events, in the community and online. 
· Always be considerate of those around them and actively avoid situations that may reflect poorly on themselves and/or Harlingen CISD. 
· As visible members of the school and community, understand the responsibility that comes with use of technology and social media platforms. Posts, pictures, verbiage, etc. are monitored and should not contain sensitive information, profanity, or material that is illegal, unsportsmanlike, bullying, harassing, derogatory (including, but not limited to, the use of slurs or offensive language related to race, gender and/or sexual orientation, disability and religious beliefs), or damaging/disrespectful to students, the team, the school or Harlingen CISD.  
· Exhibit proper behavior – failure to do so will result in discipline in accordance with the Harlingen CISD Student Code of Conduct and Student Athlete Code of Ethics. 
· Adhere to the specified guidelines and rules of their chosen sport. 
· Adhere to the specified guidelines and rules of the Student Code of Conduct and Student Athlete Code of Ethics.
Prohibited Conduct and Consequences 
On Campus Suspension – Students placed in OCS are allowed to practice with their teams after school but not allowed to participate in contests until after they have completed their assignment. Coaches shall have student do extra conditioning. 

Out of School Suspension – Students assigned OSS should not practice or play with the team until they return to school. Students shall do extra conditioning and not participate in a contest until they have completed a transition/acclimation period of 3 practice days.  A second OSS offense within the same school year will result in extra conditioning and the student will not participate in a contest until they have completed a transition/acclimation period of 6 practice days.  

Disciplinary Alternative Education Program – Students assigned to the Secondary Alternative Campus (SAC) shall not practice or play with the team until reinstated to their campus. Students shall do extra conditioning and not participate in a contest until they have completed a transition/acclimation period of 5 practice days.  A second DAEP offense within the same school year will result in extra conditioning and the student will not participate in a contest until they have completed a transition/acclimation period of 10 practice days.  

FELONY 
Anyone charged will be allowed to workout but not compete in any contest until cleared. 

*Arrested or Ticketed for a DAEP worthy offense occurring off campus. Students shall do extra conditioning and not participate in a contest until they have completed a transition period of 5 practice days.
